Below is a schedule to help you plan ahead for the next two years. We strongly recommend that you follow it completely:

a.   The Second to Last Year of High School (Junior, Lower Sixth etc...)
October       

PSAT ‑ for all juniors if offered at your school
October-December
Begin to learn college research methods, meet with visiting college representatives
December

Take SAT I to compare with PSAT
February - June     
College conferences with college advisor, begin to collect materials for the application, think about teacher recommendations, and check out some of the applications and essay. Put together a list of 20 researched schools you are interested in learning more about. Schedule a meeting with your college advisor to make sure you are on the right track
